ACCJ Establishes Foreign Direct
Investment Task Force April 3, 2003
(Tokyo) - The American Chamber of
Commerce in Japan (ACCJ) has established the
Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) Task Force in
response to Prime Minister Junichiro Koizumi’s
call in January to double foreign investment in
Japan in 5 years. The Task Force intends to
create an objective and compelling research
and policy report that would elevate the level
and quality of debate on FDI, demonstrate
convincingly its benefits for Japan, and outline
how to reach the goal set by the Prime Minister.

To help prepare this landmark study, the ACCJ
has engaged the services of Japan’s most
authoritative experts on FDI, Professor Kyoji
Fukao of Hitotsubashi University and Professor
Tomofumi Amano of Toyo University. Professors
Fukao and Amano have conducted extensive
research on FDI, factors affecting FDI flows,
and FDI’s impact on the Japanese economy.
Their broad academic knowledge, combined
with the practical experience of ACC] members,
will make this report a valuable resource for
both policy makers and business leaders.

In addition to research and analysis the two
scholars will supply, the task force will conduct
in-depth interviews with a number of ACCJ
member companies that have invested in Japan.
These case studies will outline real-life issues
facing companies considering Japan investments,
and provide concrete examples of how FDI can
save troubled companies, preserve or create
employment, increase tax revenues, and
otherwise help rejuvenate the Japanese economy.

Finally, the report will offer for the government
of Japan and the business community specific
suggestions on steps that might be taken

to improve the business environment for
attracting FDI to Japan.

The report is expected to be released in the
next several months.
