March 31, 2003 (Osaka) —We are pleased to
report that the Kansai Chapter will relocate its office
effective April 1, 2003 to The Osaka Chamber of
Commerce and Industry’s building at 5F OCCI Bldg.,
2-8 Honmachibashi, Chuo-ku, Osaka.

This is a measure that furthers our strategic
objectives in making the Chapter more valuable
to members and to the ACCJ as a whole.

We have long sought ways for the ACCJ and its
members to get closer to the Japanese business
community in Kansai. We must access that
community on a more intimate and continuing
level in order to make the proper contribution.
Kansai is still far less “international” than Tokyo.
Local groups are searching for ways to improve
its declining economy. As the most important
foreign business organization here, ACCJ needs
to have greater impact on the role of foreign
business in that equation. That can be better
accomplished at a new location.

The move to the Osaka Chamber of Commerce
and Industry does exactly what we want from this
standpoint, putting us in a more active relationship
with the largest Japanese business organization in
Kansai. OCCI has 34,000 members. The facilities
and infrastructure are excellent for our objectives.
OCCI has been very enthusiastic and supportive of
our moving to its building.

We now expect to take the Chapter to a higher level
of value for our members and for the Japanese
business community. The move to the OCCI
building is a very positive step in that direction.
