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American Business Organizations Issue Joint Report to APEC Economies
to Create Jobs through Increased Trade and Economic Growth

November 11, 2010 - The American Chamber of Commerce in Japan (ACCJ)
applauds the policy proposals issued by the U.S. National Center for APEC (NCAPEC)
and the Asia-Pacific Council of American Chambers of Commerce (APCAC) in advance
of this week’s APEC summit in Yokohama, Japan.

The joint report offers recommendations for the creation of jobs through increased
trade and economic growth in the Asia-Pacific Region.

ACCJ President Thomas Whitson stated, “This report by the American business
community is significant because it is unusual for a paper to gain the full support of 27

The report specifies 56 policy recommendations in six priority areas:

(2) Modernizing and Harmonizing Financial Services and Investment;

(3) Promoting Health and Innovation in Life Sciences;

(4) Supporting New Energy and Environmental Technology;

(5) Accelerating Infrastructure Development and Supply Chain Connectivity; and

(6) Promoting Development of the Internet Economy.
Whitson also said, "I am pleased that the ACCJ, as an active member of APCAC, was
able to contribute to the development this report. With such broad support across the
business community, it will play a constructive role in helping policy makers deliver
more tangible long and short-term benefits to APEC member economies,

businesses and workers.”
